LOOK AT CANADA PAVILION 
 
What was more exciting?  Getting a pre-opening sneak 
peak of Canada Pavilion?  Hanging out with the 
Olympic mascots?  Having a go at simulated 
snowboarding?  Or having a personal chat with Prime 
Minister Stephen Harper? All of this and more is what 
awaited Mrs. Baldwin’s and Mrs. LaPrairie’s very 
excited Grade Five class, Div EO3, on the morning of 
February 12.
