RHC’s Cause for Concern

The construction of a new school with partial
retention of the heritage building

» Creates uncertainty to the future of the building as
there is no funding for retention of the stand alone
building or identified occupants

« Undermines the site’s character

« Raises concerns about the
safety of our children

* We want to stress the importance of keeping the
building as a school

» Ridgeway’s community significance, historical
Importance, neighbourhood value...really only
come together when this building is the local
school...it is the only option that guarantees its
long term future, as there is no use as guaranteed
as a school!
